e Authorizing Resolution: United Structural Works Sales Tax Exemption Extension

o S. Porath introduced the matter, which involves an extension of the sales tax
exemption period for the project. Porath noted that there are no new incentives being
provided and the applicant has requested that the existing balance previously
approved be extended. The company had explained that the exemption was expiring
and the planned project for which the exemption was provided had been delayed due
to the Covid-19 pandemic.

e Authorizing Resolution: 1547 Realty/Ramland Datacenter Sales Tax Exemption Extension
